The Experience. The performance. The sport.

Stadiums and arenas are now not only locations for sports but act as meeting
places for spectators and need themselves to be optimally set in scene.
They are used universally and allow event organisers to offer a wide variety of
themes and backdrops for events of all kinds. Their attractiveness helps to 
promote the image of the sports club and its host town, region or country, and
attracts visitors and tourists.

A lighting installation needs to meet a wide variety of demands, especially in
the area of sports and events. Modern stadium architecture creates new
benchmarks. Even with the lighting of access roads, parking areas and entran-
ce areas, an emphasis must be placed upon energy efficiency, performance
and design, upon creating an exciting lit atmosphere and the feeling for visi-
tors that they can move safely and purposefully to and from spectator areas. In
the stadium itself, transit-, catering-, VIP zones and tribune areas require as
much of an individual lighting solution as the playing field itself.

Whoever wants to inspire must offer top performance: 
demands upon leading sport and event lighting
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Forming reality: on site, medially communicated

For media coverage of events, aspects such as HDTV suitability,
glare elimination, optimal colour rendering and shadow reduction
are of primary importance. Shadows on the playing field should
not be too abrupt. Apart from the necessary lighting level, a 
uniform distribution of light is required for optimal vision:  too
much interplay between light and shadow makes it necessary for
the eyes to constantly adapt themselves and is therefore a 
permanent strain for the optical system.
A further aspect concerning quality is hot re-ignition. With future-
oriented projectors the ignition voltage consists of up to ten times
the lamp voltage. Conclusion: In heated condition the switched 
off discharge lamp can be quickly re-ignited. The functionality of
the luminaire is thus not restricted after a power failure.

One characteristic of the reduced design language is the slim-line construction. This results in less windage
area. With its low weight, optimal aerodynamics and sophisticated sealing system, the Sicompact R3 MAXI 
projector can be implemented worldwide in diverse weather conditions.  

Reduction as a principle

The newly developed trapezoid mounting element allows the luminaire to be firmly fixed and at the same
time gives a high degree of flexibility during positioning. Design of the integral connection and ignition box
followed the principles of reduction. An additional advantage is the avoidance of external cables. These are
protected on the inside of the housing. The low weight of the components and the compact size serve to 
heighten the aesthetic appearance of the luminaire. Clear contours and the integral cooling elements 
emphasise the aerodynamic form.

The reflector: precise lighting control

The reflector is manufactured with high-purity aluminium. Its highest grade, refined surface-processing 
enables the projector to achieve the highest light output ratio on the market with 87%. The form of the 
reflector combined with the powerful short-arc lamp (HQI-TS 1000 / 2000 WDS) creates precise focussing of
light that is guided onto the playing field with almost no light spill.

For optimal visual conditions, high levels of vertical components and a good
localised uniformity of horizontal components are vital. The trend towards
bringing light sources nearer to both playing field and spectators leads to a
new graduation of lighting technology with the Sicompact R3 MAXI projector.

Always in the right light
In modern stadiums, light sources come closer to what is happening on the field.
Tis means that glare must be avoided. In the case of the projector being aligned 
horizontally, a V-shaped, inner shield with sandwich construction prevents direct
viewing of the lamp source. With steeper alignment angles the hexagonal facetted
reflector optics lead to a further reduction of glare. The wide beam reflector 
structures effect a light point resolution and minimise glare effects even further.

An optionally available AGF module (‘additional glare filter’) provides further glare
protection with projectors with steep alignment angles and reduces the luminance
of the lamp by 23%. The sportsmen and participants on the playing field – 
especially the goal keeper – profit from this method of glare reduction. In addition
to the seven standard beam distribution patterns, a further seven are provided
with the AGF module.

Optimal surface illumination
The Sicompact R3 MAXI projector has been designed for luminous intensities of 
between 2,000 and 30,000 cd/klm. It is a real allrounder with up to seven beam 
distribution patterns, giving a wide variety of applications for the new stadium 
generation. The new reflector geometry with optimal lamp positioning results in a
very homogenous illumination of the complete reflector surface, avoiding zonally 
high luminance values. This results in an exceptional surface illumination with 
comparatively low glare.

Projectors must be easily installed and be simply maintained. At the same
time, the highest safety standards go without saying: the Sicompact R3 MAXI
projector has a positive-action mains disconnection integrated into the 
housing that cuts the voltage when the luminaire is opened. The projector is
opened without tools at the rear. That makes maintenance easier. At the same
time the projector stays in its original adjustment position when relamping. 
Reliability is of course expected from a high-performance projector under
tough thermal conditions as well. For this reason a separate outer housing was
dispelled with when designing the Sicompact R3 MAXI projector. The main
reflector simultaneously functions as the luminaire housing, thereby 
guaranteeing optimal cooling.

Higher efficiency with lower costs: With the new Sicompact R 3 MAXI projector,
you aquire an all-round, cost-efficient lighting system. The projector is 
characterised by a uniquely high light output ratio. Geometry, materials and
components have been coordinated according to the principle of maximum
energy efficiency. Due to the luminaire conception the high lumen output of
the lamp is directed almost without light spill to the playing field. The result:
less projectors are needed for the same lighting task. Further advantages are
less electricity consumption, a lower investment and lower running costs.
